Community Preservation Committee

Meeting

March 16, 2011

The meeting was called to order by Chair, Cyndi Andrade.

Suzanne Green reported to the Committee on the status of the Grange Building renovation project. They have had some delays but have an approved septic plan as of last fall. Among their first concerns when work begins will be the structural soundness of the steeple and repairs to the foundation.  There has been some question regarding the right of way through Centennial Park and its impact on the septic system location but as of now, they will be proceeding with the location as approved by the Planning Board. They will be meeting with their Preservation Consultant later this month to work on getting the next set of plans needed to go forward.  A meeting is planned for March 17 with the Historical Commission.  They will be meeting with the Historical Commission for an approval of the working plans before work begins. 

Medway Branch Recreation Area feasibility study
Regan Harrold of Beals and Thomas spoke to the Committee about the plan for the proposed recreational area near the Transfer Station. Members discussed the different possibilities for parking areas in the park including parking near the entrance, parking along Medway Branch past the DPW Building and at different possible access points around the park.  Matt Noiseux asked about having parking at the end of Gold Street.  Bob McGhee stated that would only serve 15 cars.  Bob McGhee of the DPW spoke about the needs of DPW for space in some of these areas including behind the Transfer Station and near the Landfill mound. He also cautioned the Committee that much of the land near the well site should not be accessible by the public. Betsy Pyne asked about the height of the fencing around the solar arrays and if there would be screening. Rob Garrity reported the fence would probably be chain link 4 or 5 feet high.   Cyndi suggested we have a site walk with all as many of us present as possible.

Gumps Farm
There has been trespassing on the property.  Jim Lehan will take action to be able to post No Trespassing signs on the property. He will contact the Police Department. 

The Committee discussed the cost of cement markers vs. iron poles to mark the bounds of the property. Cyndi will get more pricing for cement bounds and or iron.  Land Planning's estimate for concrete and iron bounds is attached.  The Committee will reconsider warrant article #8 at the next meeting to set a dollar amount. These figures are required by March 28.

Petition article for the Town Meeting – There is a petition article to reduce the CPC percentage from 3% to 1%. The Committee will plan a presentation to address the Town Meeting discussion.  Members will meet with the Advisory Board to discuss their recommendation on this article.

Property for sale adjacent to Family Florist – The Bremlist family has indicated on Norfolk Net that they are selling approximately two acres next to Bristol Blake Reservation and the Family Florist. Property is at 82 North Street.  Betsy will contact Richard Bremlist at 508/254-6399 to get more information on the property.  Cyndi has spoken to the director of the Bristol Blake Reservation and although they are not interested in buying the property he offered support and / or assistance. 

Community Preservation Coalition meeting - The next annual meeting of the Coalition will be at Bridgewater State College on April 2nd.  Andrea has been asked to speak about potential revocation or reduction of the CPC percentage and how towns can prepare for this at Town Meeting. Betsey Whitney and Matt Noiseux may attend.

Were discussed. Changes were made. Motion made to approve the minutes as amended.  Passed by unanimous vote.

The Warelands – Cyndi reported on the status of the Warelands.  Mr. Ed Musto, the owner, has again applied to the Conservation Committee to have the Conservation Restriction reversed by the town so that he can build two houses on the property. Daniel Crafton reported that the Conservation Commission could not reverse the Conservation Restriction and it would require a vote by the State Legislature. Mr. Musto has claimed a financial hardship.  He has also said to the Con Com that he could apply for a demolition permit so that he can demolish the house.   The Conservation Restriction prohibits him from building any building on the property.  Historical Commission could delay the demolition for six months should he apply for a permit. 

The next meeting was scheduled for March 30th at 7:30.
