Table Feasibility Study until further notice 
When the new school is complete and the stock piled dirt is removed from the DPW area near Old Medway Branch Extension, the CPC will discuss with the Board of Selectmen the inclusion of educational opportunities and walking trails in conjunction with DPW activities.

NORFOLK GRANGE
The Norfolk Grange has severed its relationship with Chris Noonan

Septic System Plans have been approved – excavation pictures will be placed on website
The Grange was broken into and vandalized

Students at Norfolk Agricultural School are in the process of researching historic landscaping and will make a presentation when complete.

Doc A3 – Exterior changes due to ADA Accessibility


(Kitchen will be 4 ft smaller – in order to enlarge the Ladies Room on one side 
and 6 feet smaller – in order to enlarge the Men’s Room)


Grange occupancy will remain at 98 


(One Restroom per gender is sufficient – this option most cost effective)


Height and width of doors have been adjusted for ADA compliance
Copy of plans on file with CPC 


6 A3 – Ramp Section 


The handicap ramp will wrap to the left of the building and the existing door will 
remain in current location. (Ramp will not be visible from front of building)


The door is undersized by ADA Standards and will be enlarged


Construction will be of concrete materials (ramp)

A2 Plans – Interior Design 


Building has served as the Baptist Church, Grange Hall, Town Hall, St. Jude’s 
Church, School and Community Center. 


In order to make the Ladies Room ADA compliant on the interior, there will no 
longer be a window and the interior of the kitchen will change slightly.


The area used for storage will no longer exist – it will be the new Men’s Room 
and will meet all ADA Standards.


Stage – isn’t original but is historical


Handicapped Accessibility is extremely costly.
