Large portion of land is wet.  Questioned if the property could be used as parking for the beach.
One opinion would be for the committee to suggest that the current owner gift the property to the Town of Norfolk, and use as a tax write-off.  If gifted to the town the CPC could offer to pay legal fees. 
$26,500.00 is the assessed value

APPOINTMENTS TO CPC
The BOS held off on CPC appointments until we find out when the State is acting on reducing to number of Norfolk precincts.  The re-precincting plan was submitted and we should hear around October.  The request is expected to be approved.  Because of the census, Norfolk’s going from 4 precincts to 3.
