Norfolk Community Preservation Committee
Meeting March 6, 2012 at the Selectmen’s Meeting

The Community Preservation Committee attended the Board of Selectmen’s meeting for the purpose of a presentation on the proposed Gump’s Farm master plan, presented by Kyle Zick, KZLA.

Abutters on Rockwood Road, Paul and Joyce Terrio and Kirk Cudmore were invited, as were all members of the Gump’s Farm working group. Cyndi Andrade also sent invitations to Planning Board, Conservation Commission, Advisory Board, Municipal Housing Trust, Recreation Commission, and Bob McGhee of DPW. Kyle Zick presented the attached power point presentation.
Kyle Zick compiled the following comments from the meeting:

Comments/Questions from the Meeting:
1.  Abutters east of garden and north of parking lot concerned about privacy and ask for fencing and evergreen screening.  The group talked about the natural qualities of the site and desired to minimize fenced areas.
2.  Fencing should also be considered where the neighborhood entrances and foot trails are located near existing or proposed residences as a more permanent marker than shrubbery.  The town should consider placing a public access easement along the portion of trail that traverses the housing lot near Tucker Road prior to sale.
3.  Questioned if the garden would be community plots for lease or for a non-profit.  This decision has not been made yet.
4.  Abutter north of parking lot (K. Cudmore) thought his septic system might be on Town land.  Paul Terrio said he observed the installation and it may be on the Cudmore Property.  This can be researched in the Town records since the system is approximately 10 years old.
5.  Is the open area in the kid's place larger than what they have today and would it be available for older kids for informal soccer or other field sports?  The open area is approximately 1/3 acre and is similar in size to the existing open area at kid's place.
6.  Maintenance requirements and costs should be outlined so the Town, or its volunteer designee, can care for the facilities properly and budget accordingly.
7.  The Con. Com. should review this plan for informal feedback on what is proposed.
8.  What are the next steps and the schedule for moving forward?
Kyle also submitted the following follow-up steps from post-meeting discussion:

 

After the meeting we talked about next steps and I have summarized those below:
1.  Meet again the week of March 19 when Ann is available to discuss the comments from the meeting, the project costs, needs for more design, schedule.
2.  KZLA can prepare a maintenance checklist for the trails and other non-play area elements.
3.  KZLA will start working on the 3d graphics that will be helpful for Town meeting.
4.  Cyndi Andrade agreed to go to the Con. Com. and present the work proposed in their jurisdiction.
