Town Hill 
Barbara Bartholomew brought for the committees viewing a proof of the Town Hill Panel 

The final size of the Panel will be 3 feet by 4 feet (proof is 66% of final size)

Final Bill for $300.00 has been submitted for payment.

Campbell Street

Why is Campbell Streets assessment so high?
Property size is 15,000 sq ft with an assessment of $133,800.00

Reason:
Property purchased in 1961, zoning didn’t come in until 1968.

Grandfather in as a building lot since 1968 even though the lot size is small.

New question:  Is it a building lot or not?  Will it be a building lot in 2012?

Affordable Housing Subsidy Program

45 Day Guideline Modification


Prior to 2012 the Community Preservation Committee had in place a 90 day 
guideline.  This guideline requires that an applicant applying for the Down 
Payment Assistance Subsidy Program close on the purchase of a property within 
90 days from the date on their award letter.  Due to construction timelines the 
Municipal Housing Trust is interested in having the 90 day requirement extended.  
The MHTF application process is taking place until June 30, 2012.  The 
affordable homes will not be available until 4th quarter 2012.  Mortgage 
applicants need their award letters in order to be pre approved for mortgages.  
Making the 90 day guideline impossible to accommodated applicants.          

Local Preference 


Under the MHTF guidelines local preference is given to families with students 
attending King Philip High School and/or King Philip Middle School.   

Currently the Community Preservation local preference guideline does not 
discuss local preference for families with students attending either of these 
schools.


The Municipal Housing Trust is interested in having the Community Preservation 
Committee, add as local preference families with children attending these schools.

Closing Costs


Can Down Payment Subsidy Program Grant be used towards Closing Costs?


Answer:  Can be used as a reduction on the purchase price.

Peg Drisko-Johnson makes a motion to extend local preference guidelines to include families with children attending the King Philip Regional Middle School and High School.  Motion seconded by Betsey Whitney.  All in Favor Vote 7-0-0
Peg Drisko-Johnson makes a motion to extend 90 day guideline to December 31, 2012 specific to this particular lottery process and can be reconsidered at a later date and subject to Town Council approval.  Motion seconded by Betsey Whitney.  All in Favor Vote 7-0-0
