AFFORDABLE HOUSING PIRCHASE SUBSIDY PLAN 

Jim Lehan explained to the committee that the State of Massachusetts has concerns regarding the CPC’s Affordable Housing Subsidy Program.
There need to be procedures guidelines and documentation. 

The Town of Norfolk is entering into its first Town Lottery.

A consultant has been hired to assist with the process.  (Beth Rust) 
Jim explained that the homes located on the Gumps Farm property will be under priced when offered through the lottery. (Substantially under the state guidelines)

Mr. Lehan suggested that the Affordable Housing Subsidy Program awards need to be reduced.

The state feels that the Town of Norfolk is over subsidizing homes. (DHCD)

The state is also concerned with the wording of award letters.

Kopelman and Paige will be reviewing all letters and documentation.

She has forward documents to both Beth Rust and Susan Jacobson.

Deed is recorded on the full purchase price of property.
