Airport Property

Tom Terpstra forwarded an email from a neighborhood group in the vicinity of the Norfolk Airport that is working with consultants to see if they could preserve and protect the property.
Gump’s Farm

Myrtle /Gold Street

Cyndi spoke with representative at Fishery and Wildlife regarding the National Heritage and Endangered Species Restriction that has been placed on the property.  

Under 5 acres needs to be reviewed by NHESP
Over 5 acres needs to be approved through MEPHA (MEPHA Process)

Ann would rather be able to use a larger parcel of land; she feels the property cost is too high   

Preliminary work can be done prior to purchase 

Purchase and Sale can be contingent on exploring permitting.

Funds from the CPC Budget can be used to do exploratory work.

H. Oliver Day School

Colleen Whiting and Linda Balfour from the H. Oliver Day School presented a proposal to committee members requesting funding for a new playground.

Funds will be used to create a new play field and the purchase and installation of playground equipment for primary school aged children and broader community use.

    40,000.00 Installation

    12,000.00 Fencing

    10,000.00 Walkway

$363,518.00 Estimated cost
  107,000.00 Raised funds through the school committee  

$256,518.00

Will be ADA compliant 

Maintenance will be handled by school custodian and lawn mowing will be the responsibility of the Department of Public Works.

School representatives would like to have the installed in the Summer 2013

Betsy Pyne makes a motion to fund the H. Oliver Day Elementary School rehabilitation of the playground and replacement of playing fields for $350,000.00.  Motion seconded by Andrea Langhauser.  All in favor vote 7-0-0

Article # 1 Appropriate $35,000.00 from the annual revenues in the Community 
          
              Preservation Fund for the purpose of funding the administrative and operating budget for the Community Preservation Committee; or take any other action relative thereto. 
Betsy Pyne makes a motion to appropriate $35,000.00 from the CPC fund to support the administrative and operating budget.  Motion seconded by Betsey Whitney.  All in favor vote 7-0-0 

Article # 2 Reserve a sum of money equal to the state mandated minimum amount of 
       10% from FY2012 Community Preservation Fund revenues for the future appropriation of Open Space creation, acquisition and preservation;10% for Affordable Housing creation, preservation and support; 10% for acquisition, rehabilitation, and restoration of Historic Resources.

Cyndi Andrade makes a motion to reserve a sum of money equal to the state mandated amount of 10 % for future appropriation of Open Space, 10% for Affordable Housing and 10% for Historic Resources.  Motion seconded by Andrea Langhauser.  All in favor 7-0-0

Article # 3 Appropriate and transfer $350,000.00 for the rehabilitation of the playground 
       area at H. Olive Day School, including the replacement of equipment and 
       
       reconstruction of the play field.
Betsy Pyne makes a motion to fund H. Olive Day School rehabilitation of the playground area including replacement of equipment and reconstruction of the playfield.  Motion seconded by Andrea Langhauser.  All in favor vote 7-0-0 

A proposal was discussed to appropriate and transfer from the Community reservation Fund, Affordable Housing Reserve, an amount not to exceed $XX,000 for the purpose of acquiring, creating, and/or supporting community housing, to fund an affordable housing assistance program for expenses associated with the purchase of affordable homes in Norfolk, for income-eligible individuals and households with ties to  Norfolk, including municipal employees; or take any other action relative thereto. 
Betsy Pyne makes a motion not to support/fund the Down Payment Assistance Program for the May 2013 Town Meeting.  Motion seconded by Cyndi Andrade.  All in favor vote 7-0-0

The committee also discussed whether to appropriate and transfer from the Community Preservation Fund, Undesignated Reserves, an amount not to exceed $X00,000, to be transferred to the Municipal Affordable Housing Trust Fund, subject to a grant agreement between the Town and the Municipal Affordable Housing Trust, in such form as the Board of Selectmen deems appropriate, for the purpose of acquiring, creating and/or supporting community housing, and authorize the Board of Selectmen to acquire affordable housing restrictions, meeting the requirements of G.L. Chapter 44B, §12 and G.L. Chapter 184, §§31-33, to ensure that property acquired using CPA funds continue to be used for affordable housing in perpetuity; to be used to create affordable housing in the Town of Norfolk; or take any other action relative thereto.
Tom Terpstra makes a motion not to support additional funds to the Municipal Housing Trust at this Town Meeting (May 2013).  Motion seconded by Dan Crafton.  All in favor vote 7-0-0

Andrea Langhauser suggested to the Community Preservation Committee the idea of purchasing signs to be placed at the location (s) of Community Preservation Committee Projects indicating the use of CPC Funds.
It was suggested to use the wording: 

“Community Preservation Tax Dollars/Funds at Work”
