Dam Inspection 2 levels
Level 1 cost $1,800.00

Level 2 cost $3,500.00 (recommended)

Most dams are required to be inspected.  The requirements are currently unknown.  Some require yearly inspections others 2 and 5 year inspections.

Dam inspections started in 2005 (state mandated)

Dams are classified as 

High Hazard – inspect yearly

Significant Hazard – inspect every two years

Low Hazard – inspect every 5 years

Paul Terrio makes a motion to fund the cost associated with evaluating the Highland Lake dam to be funded through the Administrative and Operating Budget at $4,800.00.  $3,000.00 to evaluate the Town owned portion of the property and the remaining $1,800.00 to evaluate the Roche portion of the property, contingent on Mr. Roche allowing access to his property.
