The duly posted meeting of the Conservation Commission convened at 7:30 p.m. in room 105C.

The Commission reviewed the request for Emergency Certification from TMC Services from Bellingham, MA for the demolition of 4 abandoned buildings at the Buckley Mann property at 17 Lawrence Street.  

The Commission discussed whether this was an actual emergency as the demolition of the buildings was the subject of a previous filing, which was ultimately withdrawn before an Order of Conditions was issued. 

It was noted that Mr. Ron Schales had visited the Conservation Commission office and stated that the buildings were slated for demolition during Thanksgiving week.  The Commission’s agent had placed Mr. Schales on the November 14th agenda.  The Fire Chief had sent an e-mail to the Commission expressing concern about waiting until the 14th for a determination as he deemed the buildings to be a public safety hazard.

After a lengthy discussion regarding whether to deny the Certification or granting with conditions to protect an apparent isolated wetland behind buildings 5 and 6, Mr. Crafton made the motion to grant the Emergency Certification with conditions as discussed.  Mr. Lutes seconded the motion.  The vote on the motion was 5-1 with Mr. Shaw voting nay. 
The Commission will draft a letter to the Board of Selectmen regarding this matter.

The Commission reviewed the draft Order of Conditions for Intoccia Development for the demolition of the abandoned hunting cabin on Open Space Parcel A within the Christina Estates Subdivision. Mr. Lutes recused himself and left the meeting as he is an abutter to the subdivision.  

Mr. Shaw made the motion to approve the Order of Conditions as drafted.  Mr. Crafton seconded the motion. The vote on the motion was 4-0.  

The meeting closed at 8:15 p.m.
