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CONSERVATION COMMISSION

March 26, 2008

Member Present:  Erin Bardanis, Jeffery Kane, Dan Crafton, Ellen Friedman, Cheri Cousens, David Lutes, Janet DeLonga (agent)
Members Absent:  Allan Shaw
Mr. Crafton was acting chairman.  Meeting was called to order at 7:30 p.m. in room 105C.
Mrs. Kim Williams, the chairman of the Norfolk School Committee, was not present for her 7:30 p.m. appointment.  

Mr. Crafton recognized Helen Pavlosky of Intoccia Development Corp.  Ms. Pavlosky stated that she was here to request that the Commission sign the Certificate of Compliance for Lot 15 Cypress Lane.  Mr. Kane made the motion accept and sign the Partial Certificate of Compliance.  Mr. Crafton seconded the motion.  The vote on the motion was unanimous.   
The perspective owners of Lot 15 Cypress Lane were present and questioned the commission as to what they could and not do on the property. David Lutes left the table as he is an abutter to the property.  Ms. DeLonga showed the plan to the perspective owners.   

Mr. Crafton recognized Bruce Johnston and David Dalzell as they wanted to discuss the cease and desist letter that they received for work at Noon Hill Acres. Mr. Kane explained there is protocol that the Commission required to follow.  At a previous meeting Allan Shaw had made the recommendation that a Request for Determination of Applicability be filed.  The Commission supports Mr. Shaw’s recommendation. 
The Commission reviewed the meeting minutes of March 12, 2008.  Mr. Kane made a motion to accept the minutes.  Mrs. Cousens seconded the motion.  The vote was unanimous. 
Mr. Crafton explained to the commission the need for a temporary clerk to review the executive session minutes.  Mr. Kane made the motion to appoint Allan Shaw as temporary clerk.  Ellen Friedman seconded the motion.  Mrs. Bardanis. The vote on the motion was 5-0.  Mrs. Bardanis abstained.  
Erin Bardanis disclosed to the Commission that a relative had done subcontracting work at the Village @ River’s Edge approximately two years ago and to her knowledge he no longer works at the project.  Mr. Crafton stated that because she made the disclosure she was able to vote.  Mr. Kane made the motion to discuss the Woodard & Curran contract at the April 9th meeting.  Cheri Cousens seconded the 
motion.  The vote was unanimous.  The old contract will be reviewed at that meeting. 
Ms. Delonga asked the members to sign the DOA for 6 Berkshire Street.  It was voted at the last meeting but not signed.

8:00 – DPW- Water main.  Park and Maple.  This is a betterment project.  Approximately 985 liner feet of pipe will be installed within the buffer zone.  Butch discussed the basis of the project.    Work will be within the pavement.  There will be no disturbance off road.  This is an important project to improve water quality and fire protection.  Mr. Kane questioned if there were any ground water issues?  None yet.  They will be opening this project to bid on the 7th of April Jeff asked that a frak tank be used.  Jeff asked they use silt sacks.  He went on to state that equipment and materials will be stored outside the buffer. Ms. DeLonga mentioned that the plan had not been signed or stamped.  Mr. Vito will bring 2 sets of full plans that include stamps.   Ms. DeLonga suggested we continue to next meeting so we are sure we have the signed and stamped plans. Mr. Lutes made motion to continue the public hearing April 9 at 8:15.  Mr. Kane seconded the motion.  The commission was all in favor.
Beavers – trapper got the female.  He feels that the males have left.  The dams will be breached by hand.  The trapper took 3 males 1 female.  The trapper feels he has finished the project.   
The commission discussed the correspondence from Attorney Carl King regarding the lots of Beaverbrook Road.  The commission feels it is not our place to send letter.  That burden is on homeowner not the commission. 
Charlotte Richardson would like to excavate a little more area around the garage.  They want to add a side door.  The board voted that this is not a significant change to the plan. Mr. Kane made a motion to send a letter that the current Order of Conditions will remain in effect.  However, they should submit a plan that shows the change.  The submitted plan should be added as part of the record.  Mr. Lutes seconded the motion.  The commission was all in favor.

Mr. Kane – Highland Lake.  Janet did a site inspection.  The sign was gone.  The haybales are not in order.  Ms. DeLonga will send a letter and will do another inspection.

Mr. Lutes stated that the CPC is in support of purchasing the land off Campbell Street. 

Mr. Lutes stated that the CPC wants to put an article on the warrant to purchase Cranberry Heights off Park Street.  The Recreation Commission thinks that they can put in ball fields.  He wants to discuss this matter at the next meeting.

The Board of Selectmen have been asked by the Economic Development Committee to support Section 43 D, the expedited permitting process.  Section 43D provides a 180 day window for the reviewing boards to make a decision regarding a project one way or another.   If a decision is not rendered in that time period the project is presumed to be approved.  Mr. Lutes stated that the Selectmen want to delay their vote until the fall town meeting.  He noted that the Planning Board is not on board with this. The Board of Selectmen will be inviting the Commission to attend a meeting.
8:45 p.m.  Christopher Bixby – 36 Birch Road - Paul Cutler. P.E. submitted a revised plan to show the existing septic system. Mr. Cutler outlined the proposed addition. The wetland flagging had been done one year ago for the septic system and was shown on the plan.  Ms. DeLonga checked with the Board of Health. She is concerned that the addition has to be 20 feet from the septic system. She is also concerned that pine trees have been cut down.  She would like the erosion controls to be placed closer to the house to help with the roof run off.   They could also direct the down spouts into a dry well.  Mr. Kane would like the area off the driveway to be mitigation.  He would like the area to go back to the original state.  He told Mr. Cutler to come back to us with suggestions.  It could be trees, rocks.  No further comments from the board.  Abutter Paul Reinhart would like to know if this is all fine and above board and that the wetlands will be protected. The Commission cannot close the hearing until a DEP file number is issued.  Ms. DeLonga would like a revised plan showing the area of mitigation and plantings.  Ms. DeLonga will help put together a list of suggested plants.  Mr. Kane made a motion to continue this hearing to April 9th at 8:30 p.m.  Dave Lutes seconded the motion.  The commission voted all in favor.
Mrs. Cousens made the motion to close the meeting.  Mr. Lutes seconded the motion.  The vote was unanimous.
