The duly posted meeting of Norfolk Conservation Commission convened at 7:35 p.m. in 105C at the Norfolk Town Hall.

In accordance with the provisions of the revised Open Meeting Law (G.L. c.30A, §§ 18-25) Mrs. Terrio announced that the meeting was being audio tape recorded. 

MINUTES/ORDERS/EXTENSIONS: 
There was no meeting minutes for August 11, 2010 due to lack of a quorum.
The members reviewed the recently submitted invoice for $1775.00 for the Kunde Conservation Park sign. The members signed the copy of the invoice as a voucher had not been prepared as yet. 
Ms DeLonga had conducted a final site inspection at 36 Everett Street (Cournoyer) for a Certificate of Compliance. Mr. Weddleton made the motion to grant a Certificate of Compliance for 36 Everett Street.  Mrs. Friedman seconded the motion.  The vote on the motion was unanimous.  
Ms. DeLonga conducted a final site inspection at 31 Stop River Road (Bryan Cosentino) and presented photographs to the Commission.  Mr. Weddleton made the motion to grant a Certificate of Compliance for 31 Stop River Road.  Mrs. Friedman seconded the motion.  The vote on the motion was unanimous.

Ms. DeLonga conducted a final site inspection at 34 Kingsbury Road (Curry) and presented photographs to the Commission. Mr. Weddleton made the motion to grant a Certificate of Compliance for 34 Kingsbury Road.  Mrs. Friedman seconded the motion.  The vote on the motion was unanimous. 

The Commission discussed the request for extension of the ORAD for Paddocks and Corrals. Mrs. Friedman recused herself and left the table.  Mrs. Terrio noted that the Permit Extension Act was just signed by the Governor of Massachusetts which automatically extends all permits for two years. 
Ms. DeLonga informed the Commission that Paddocks and Corrals LLP just filed for a Request for Determination of Applicability (RDA) for work activities proposed on Toils End Farm.  The hearing will be scheduled for September 8, 2010.  The Commission briefly reviewed the accompanying plans for the project.   Ms. DeLonga will contact Natural Heritage regarding the proposed habitat restoration area for this project.  Mrs. Terrio will contact the Town Administrator regarding questions in preparation for this filing. The building inspector has determined that the horse farm on this property is an agricultural use. The Commission needs an opinion as to what is the correct inland restricted line.  One map is recorded at the registry and the one we have is different.      

OLDBUSINESS/ACTION ITEMS:                                                                                                        
Kunde Conservation Park update:  Mr. Weddelton reported that the principal of the H.Olive Day School never responded to repeated attempts by him and the Conservation Commission office for input into the ribbon cutting ceremony for the Kunde Park.  He reported that the playground equipment has not yet been moved from the Freeman Centennial School to the Kunde Park.  Mrs. Terrio suggested that the ribbon cutting ceremony take place in October.  Mr. Weddleton reported that the office is in charge of obtaining the Harrington plaque for the Park.
Wetlands Protection Bylaw revisions: The Commission will discuss potential Bylaw revisions at the September 8th meeting.  The revisions include changing the distance for abutter notification for wetland permit applications from 300 feet to 100 feet of the property line of the project site.  A Request for Determination of Applicability will not require abutter notification.  References to “wetlands” will be changed to “wetland resource areas”.  The Bylaw sections would be renumbered accordingly.  Warrant articles are due by September 13th.  The reason for the changes will be included in correspondence to the Board of Selectmen when the draft article is submitted.  A vote on the final revision will be taken on September 8, 2010.
Eagle Scout Project Discussion – Lind Farm  Mr. Weddleton noted that the sign posts do not need to be installed in cement at the Lind Farm.  The reduction in the number of signs and size of the posts would save money.  There is $220 in the Forest Stewardship Grant account and $207 in the Conservation Land Management account.  The cost of 10 signs would be $161.50.  the cost of 8 bags of concrete mix would be $27.68.  Money would be saved by using eight foot high posts rather than ten foot.  Mrs. Terrio will draft a response to Ryan Bakinowski. 
NEW BUSINESS

Correspondence – The Planning Board will have a public hearing on the revised rules and regulations for Stormwater on September 16, 2010.

The Department of Public Health sent correspondence regarding toxic algae blooms.  The Commission discussed the eutrophication of Bush Pond. The Town owns the upper pond and the Mann family owns the downstream pond.  The Commission would like the issue of “waterway vegetation” added to the agenda.
Lycott Environmental sent notice to the Commission that they have conducted an herbicide treatment at Bentley Pond.
Ms. DeLonga noted that all permits that are ongoing are now extended automatically for two years due to the passage of the Permit Extension Act. 
Ms. DeLonga advised the Commission that as of August 1, 2010 all of the towns around Boston are in a drought advisory. 
Ms. DeLonga noted that GLM Engineering has requested a three year extension of the Order of Conditions for Saddle Ridge Estates on North Street.  The letter requesting an extension was sent on August 10th.  The Order of Conditions was already extended until September 14, 2010 because of the Permit Extension Act.  The members questioned if the subdivision plans were ever endorsed or recorded as no work had ever commenced on the site. The members discussed that the wetland resources there could have changed.  Ms. DeLonga will check on this matter and report back on the 8th.  

Mr. Crafton made the motion to close the meeting.  Mrs. Friedman seconded the motion.  The vote on the motion was unanimous. 
The next meeting will be on September 8.
