The duly posted meeting of the Conservation Commission convened at 7:35 p.m. in room 105C at the Norfolk Town Hall.
APPOINTMENTS:

Ryan Bakinowski, an Eagle Scout candidate, was present, as was Andy Bakinowski.  Ryan’s Eagle Scout project includes the cleaning up of 400 feet of existing trails on the Lind Farm, off Marshall Street.  Reflective signs prepared by the Department of Corrections will also be erected indicating the prohibition of the use of motorized recreational vehicles.  Photographs of the existing conditions were viewed by the members.  The photos showed brush and debris dumped by the neighbors and a fire pit and chairs within the property bounds.  Ryan requested permission, which was granted, to immediately remove the dead hemlock tree at the entrance to the property on Marshall Street.  Downed tree limbs will be used to create barriers within the trail system to prevent ATV use.   Approximately 30 yards of bark mulch will be used to reestablish the trails and fill in ruts.  Trail markers will also be installed. Ms. DeLonga recommended that a trail map and signage be sent to the Police Department.
Andy Bakinowski requested that a point person from the Commission be designated for this project.  Ryan will prepare and present a status update prior to commencing the project.  He will contact the office for another appointment with the Commission. 

ORDERS/EXTENSIONS:
Orders of Conditions Extension for 23 Leland Road (240-495). (00:15:24) Jeremy Barstow was present.  Mr. Barstow had submitted a request for a three year extension to the Order of Conditions for 23 Leland Road.  The Commission reviewed the modifications made to the approved plan at the last meeting. Mr. Weddleton made the motion to grant a three year extension of the Orders of Conditions issued to 23 Leland Road that will expire on December 12, 2013.  Mr. Wayne seconded the motion.  The vote on the motion was unanimous (4-0). (00:22:22)
Orders of Conditions – 22 Kingsbury Road (240-518). The Commission reviewed the draft Orders.  Mr. Weddleton made the motion to approve and issue the Orders of Conditions as drafted.  Mr. Wayne seconded the motion.  The vote on the motion was unanimous.  The Orders were signed.

Certificate of Compliance – Lot 41 Main Street (240-479). Norfolk Enterprises, the Applicant, requested a Certificate of Compliance.  Ms. DeLonga had visited the site and took photographs.  There is a concern that signs of erosion exist.  The slope, which is hydroseeded, is not fully stabilized.  This issue will be addressed again at the meeting of July 14th.  Ms. DeLonga will send correspondence requesting that areas of erosion be addressed prior to that meeting.
MINUTES:

Mr. Wayne made the motion to approve the Minutes of June 9, 2010 as revised.  Mrs. Friedman seconded the motion.  The vote on the motion was unanimous.

VOUCHERS:

Several vouchers were reviewed and signed pertaining to the construction of the Kunde Conservation Park (KCP).  A voucher for MACC dues was signed.  The members reviewed the weekly work schedule submitted by Ms. DeLonga. 

ACTION ITEMS:

Kunde Conservation Park:
Mr. Weddleton reported that the construction of the Kunde Conservation Park (KCP) is progressing.  A new swing set was installed.  The signs will be installed next week.  The sod will be installed this Friday.  The existing playground equipment at the Freeman Centennial School will be moved to this site at the beginning of August. 

The members discussed that a ribbon cutting ceremony of the KCP be conducted at the end of August when the children go back to school. It was discussed that hot dogs and ice cream Hoodsies ® be provided.  A concern was raised about the type of barriers to be placed at the opening of the park to prevent vehicles from entering the park.  Barriers such as boulders or posts were discussed for the entrance.  Mr. Weddleton will contact Colonial Fence regarding a low guard rail type of fencing. The DPW will be contacted in the meantime to place barrels at the entrance of the park. 
Oak Knoll Property (Gil Axberg/Seekonk Street)

Mrs. Terrio noted that the Community Preservation Committee (CPC) is not inclined to pursue the purchase of this property.  Mr. Weddleton stated that there are severe topography problems at this site.  He noted that three other developers have expressed an interest but have since walked away.  The use of the land would be for open space purposes and public access. 
CORRESPONDENCE:

Connorstone Engineering re: Norfolk Landing. George Connors, P.E. from Connorstone Engineering forwarded a letter to the commission explaining why he wanted to keep the Orders of Conditions active for the original Norfolk Landing 40B project rather than to request its withdrawal.  Mr. Weddleton stated that there is a major change in the project which would require a new filing and a new Orders of Conditions even though the new project would have less impact to the wetland resources.  The new project for this site is a totally different project.
Mrs. Terrio reported that Ms. Delonga has started to review the Wetlands Protection Bylaw and Regulations to see what,if any, sections would need to be revised by adding specific new verbiage or clarification. Ms. DeLonga will submit the revisions to the Commission next month.  Any changes to the Bylaw can be brought to the Fall Town Meeting for a vote.  

Open Meeting Law – The law has been revised and will go into effect on July 1, 2010.  A packet of information outlining the changes was received by the Commission.
Town Clerk memorandum, dated June 9, 2010, - Article 54 from the May 2009 Annual Town Meeting was approved by the Attorney General.  The zoning article gives authority to all permit granting authorities and special permit granting authorities the right to require reasonable mitigation to offset adverse impacts of a development on the community. The Attorney General’s comments on the article were attached to the memo.

20 Grove Street - Heather E. Astley.  Ms. Astley forwarded a letter, dated Jun 14, 2010, requesting whether the former William Wright property at 20 Grove Street could be used for the grazing and keeping of horses.  Ms. Astley proposes to install fencing and lean-to structures.  The Commission directed the Agent to draft a letter informing Ms. Astley that the projects that she is proposing will require the filing of a Notice of Intent. 
DPW/ Butch Vito, Jr.  - A copy of a letter was forwarded to the Commission regarding off site road improvements proposed for Maple Street as a result of the proposed Toils End Farm Subdivision.

The DPW will be replacing a “No Dumping” sign on Stanhope Drive.  The Commission does not have any discretionary money to help pay for the sign. 

Mr. Weddleton made the motion to close the meeting at 9:00 p.m.  Mr. Wayne seconded the motion.  The vote was unanimous.
