NEW BUSINESS:

7:30 p.m.   The meeting was opened by Mr. Lutes.  Mr. Lutes recused himself and sat in the audience for the discussion with Town Counsel on the Christina Estates Open Space parcels. Mr. Crafton chaired this portion of the meeting.  The open space parcels are being taken by the town for non-payment of taxes.  There are no provisions in the Planning Board decision requiring that the open space parcels be maintained in any particular condition for the town to accept the land.  No bonds were set aside to provide for the open space to be maintained or restored in a certain condition prior to conveyance to the town.   The deed to the open space parcels are being held by Town Counsel. Mr. Crafton made the motion to accept the deed to the Christina Estates open space parcels. Mrs. Friedman seconded the motion.  The vote on the motion was unanimous. Mr. Lutes returned to the table to chair the meeting.  Town Counsel will forward a signature page for the Commission members to sign.  The Board of Selectmen will also sign for the property.
Mr. Weddleton questioned if there were any provisions in the Kunde Trust Fund to pay for playground statues for the Kunde playground.  Town Counsel noted that the fund allows the Commission to spend any money from the fund on the improvement of the property by use of persons, plants or animals.  There was a discussion on whether or not to vote to approve the funding of the statues without the Commission reviewing photographs of the statues. The cost of the statues is $2200 each.  The total cost would be $5159 plus shipping.   Town Counsel concurred that Mr. Wayne could vote on this matter.  Mr. Weddleton made the motion to purchase two cement turtle statues and one cement frog statue to be used at the entrance of the playground for a total cost of $6619.00 including shipping.  Mr. Wayne seconded the motion.  The vote on the motion was 4-1.  Mr. Lutes voted nay. 
7:45 p.m. Mr. Lutes made the motion to go into Executive Session to discuss litigation strategy on the Pine Creek Development Appeal of the Orders of Conditions and the litigation filed against the Town of Norfolk and the Conservation Commission and  individuals by the same Applicant.
