The duly posted meeting of the Norfolk Conservation Commission convened at 7:30 p.m. in room 105C at the Norfolk Town Hall. 

Mr. Weddleton who was acting chairman in the absence of Mrs. Terrio, announced that in accordance with the provisions of the revised Open Meeting Law, this meeting was being audio tape recorded.  
APPOINTMENTS:
7:30 p.m. Kevin Roche -  Mr. Roche did not attend this scheduled appointment

7:30 p.m. Ryan Bakinowski – Eagle Scout project at Lind Farm.  Ryan stated that the Eagle Scout project at the Lind Farm will be finished this weekend and requested a walk through with the Commission members at 10:00 a.m. on Sunday morning.  Mr. Weddleton noted that Ryan had done a great job.  The only aspect of the project that remains unfinished is the installation of signs on the trails prohibiting motorized vehicles.  Ryan presented photographed of the area last summer and the project as it exists today.  Ryan will return to the Commission on  November 10, 2010 at 7:30 p.m. for a final sign off.  Mssrs. Crafton, O’Loughlin and Weddleton will meet Ryan at the Marshall Street entrance to the Lind Farm.  Andy Bakinowski stated that the entrance to the conservation land will be mowed again this coming spring.  Mr. Bakinowski stated that there are about 12 Eagle Scout candidates looking for community projects. 
MINUTES / ORDERS/ EXTENSIONS

The members reviewed the draft Order of Conditions for 42 Myrtle Street (Mark Sweeney).  Mr. Sweeney was present.  Mr. Crafton made the motion to accept and approve the Orders as drafted.  Mrs. Friedman seconded the motion.  The motion was unanimous to approve

The members signed vouchers for payment for 

1. Tribute in Stone ($790).  Mr. Weddleton stated that the boulder is in place at the Kunde playground.  The members reviewed the sketch of the plaque as well. 

2. Agent payroll – The payroll is for the month of September

3. Wetland Strategies – for review of the wetland replication at Lot 189 Applewood Road, DEP & NCC file No. 240-438, (Francis Donovan). The payment schedule is per the signed contract. 

The members reviewed the minutes of October 19, 2010.  Mrs. Friedman made the motion to approve the minutes as revised.  Mr. Crafton seconded the motion.  The vote on the motion was unanimous.
OLD BUSINESS – ACTION ITEMS

Mr. Weddleton stated that the conservation restriction for Paddocks and Corrals (Toils End Farm) has not been addressed by the Board of Selectmen as yet.  The Board of Selectmen will seek conservation commission input at that time.  
Mr. Weddleton noted that any action on Lot 43 Keeney Pond Road will be postponed to the next meeting as no quorum exists for a discussion on this matter.  Mr. Weddleton would have to recuse himself from any discussion on this matter.

Mr. Weddleton stated that he spoke with Scott Colwell regarding the requested Certificate of Release for his expired Orders of Conditions on Maple Park III.  Mr. Colwell feels that he would be able to comply with all of the conditions of the Orders.  He is unable to locate the wetland consultant who worked on the project.  No replication plan as referenced in the Order of Conditions was found in the file. Ms. DeLonga will have to conduct a site inspection to determine the amount of re-vegetation existing on the detention pond slope.
Mr. Weddleton stated that he was approached by the Ann Proto.  They new playground equipment was installed at the Kunde playground.  Approximately $2500 worth of a special fiber wood chip material is required for ground covering.  Mr. Weddleton stated that the Recreation Department. will be asking the Superintendent of Norfolk Schools to fund the material.  The children will not be allowed to use the equipment until the wood chips are installed. Mr. Weddleton noted that it is getting late in the year to have a ribbon cutting ceremony at the Kunde Playground.  The matter will be postponed to the next meeting and the ribbon cutting ceremony may have to be postponed to the spring of next year.  

Mr. Weddleton stated that the Advisory Board is still unclear on the wording of the revisions to the Wetlands Bylaw.  He noted that the revisions would cause no additional burden to applicants filing an application.  This matter will require that a commission member speak to the wording revision at the Town Meeting scheduled for November 9, 2010.  
CORRESPONDENCE

A letter report, dated October 22, 2010, was received from Wetland Strategies regarding the first review of the replication area at Lot 189 Applewood Road (DEP & NCC #240-438).  She noted that additional work not covered by the Orders of Conditions was conducted on the property that related to the approach to the driveway.
NEW BUSINESS
A discussion on the appointment of a Community Preservation Committee (CPC) member will be postponed to the next meeting.
A discussion on the additional hours for the conservation agent will be postponed to the next meeting. 
The commission received notice from the Building Department that there is tree cutting occurring behind 182 Seekonk Street.  Ms. DeLonga reported that she visited the site but could not observe any tree cutting from the street.  Mr. Crafton recommended that the agent go the person the complaint was made against and ask to look at the area.  The trees are purportedly adjacent to a stream and wetland. 
Mrs. Friedman reported that a neighbor of the Paddocks and Corrals proposed subdivision had indicated the location of horse manure storage on a copy of the Paddocks and Corrals site plan.  According the neighbor the manure was placed near or on a running stream. The sketch will be saved and compared with the approved Planning Board plan.  No stream is shown on the copy of the site plan.  There is a question if the storage site is within a buffer zone. 
Mr. Crafton made the motion to close the meeting at 8:15 p.m.  Mr. O’Loughlin seconded the motion.  The vote on the motion was unanimous.
