MINUTES
Mr. Touhey made the motion to approve the Minutes of August 1, 2011.  Mrs. Friedman seconded the motion.  The vote on the motion was 5-0-1.  Mr. Crafton abstained. 
Mr. Wayne made the motion to approve the Minutes of August 10, 2011as revised. Mrs. Friedman seconded the motion.  The vote on the motion was 4-0-2.  Mssrs. Touhey and Crafton abstained.  
NEW BUSINESS
Review RFP’s – 106 Main Street – The deadline for submittal of the RFP’s was to be August 23rd.  The office contacted the prospective consultants and learned that at least two of the companies had not received the RFP packet until Thursday, the 18th.  The packets had been mailed on Monday morning, August 15th, and the Administrative Assistant was assured by the Post Office clerk that the packets would be in hand the next day.   Mr. Weddleton was contacted when it was learned that the packets arrived late and he approved the extension of the RFP submittals to August 30th.   All of the consultants were advised of the new date.     
Kunde Playground Project (inspirational stepping stones) – The stepping stones will be installed by the Girl Scouts on Thursday at 10:00 a.m.  Mr. Weddleton will oversee the installation.  The Administrative Assistant will take photographs. 
OLD BUSINESS

Kunde Conservation Land – The approval for legal services previously signed by the Town Administrator for resolution of the Christina Estates Open Space Parcels and the deed to the Kunde Conservation Land will be forwarded to Mrs. Terrio and to Town Counsel by the Administrative Assistant.
PUBLIC HEARING
106 Main St.  Public Hearing (DEP & NCC #240-526)  The applicant, Peter Chipman, was not present.  The office and Mr. Weddleton notified the applicant that the RFP date of submittal was postponed to August 30th.  Mr. Wayne made the motion to continue the public hearing to September 14, 2011 at 7:45 p.m. because the RFP’s did not reach the consultants in time to meet the submittal deadline. Mr. Weddleton seconded the motion.  The vote on the motion was unanimous. 
CORRESPONDENCE

The Commission reviewed a field report for 25 Lake Street (Lancellotti) prepared by the Agent after a recent site inspection. (copy filed in “Lancellotti” file)
The Commission reviewed correspondence sent by Ray E. Thompson, the Chairman of the Board of Trustees of the Emmanuel Baptist Church, dated August 9, 2011.  The Trustees expressed concern of the Town’s recent approval of affordable homes in the vicinity of Medway Branch.  They are concerned that the new construction will exacerbate the flooding conditions currently experienced by the Church, located on Rockwood Road.  The Trustees expressed their objection to any new development in the vicinity of Tucker Road unless flood mitigation is incorporated into the project.(Letter on file in “Letters Received, 2011 and file entitled “Tucker Road Drainage)
Mr. Wayne noted that the Town was conducting another perc test on a Medway Branch lot that failed to perk this past spring.  The Commission noted that a letter had been sent to the Planning Board requesting that the lot at the corner of Tucker Road and Medway Branch not be developed due to wetland resources on the lot.  The letter was sent after the Planning Board’s request for the Commission’s review of the lots.  The Planning Board recently approved a special permit allowing four single family affordable houses on lots on Medway Street and Boardman Street.

The Agent forwarded a letter to the owners of 27 Everett Street advising them of the procedure to obtain a Certificate of Compliance. (copy of letter in 27 Everett Street file).
The Commission noted that a letter was sent to Ed Musto, the owner of the Warelands property regarding Town Counsel’s opinion that his most recent proposal to develop the Warelands property was not in compliance with the Conservation Restriction on that property.  Mr. Musto had requested that he have access to Town Counsel, which is not possible.  This matter now rests with Mr. Musto and his attorney.
The Commission reviewed photos of the building demolition project at the former Buckley Mann complex off Lawrence Street.  The photos were taken by the Agent during a recent site inspection. (Photos on file in the Buckley Mann file).

The Commission reviewed the work report and hours for the Agent.
Bush Pond Eutrophication 
Lycott Environmental conducted a vegetation assessment and prepared a quote for treatment of invasive weeds at Bush Pond.  The Commission noted that the Commission had issued an Order of Conditions for herbicide of the Norfolk Trout Club ponds and Bentley ponds on Baltimore Street.  Mr. Weddleton noted that he contacted a member of the Board of Selectmen about this project.  The Board of Selectmen member informed him that the Selectmen would not be against putting an article on the fall town meeting warrant to fund the treatment of the pond if we are unable to obtain CPA money.  The Administrative Assistant will contact the CPC chairman to determine if this project can be funded with CPA monies.  This matter would have to be put on the fall warrant for Town Meeting approval.
REORGANIZATION
Mr. Wayne made the motion to appoint John Weddleton as chairman.  Mrs. Friedman seconded the motion. The vote on the motion was unanimous.
Mr. Touhey made the motion to appoint John Wayne as vice-chairman.  Mr. Crafton seconded the motion.  The vote on the motion was unanimous.

Mr. Weddleton made the motion to appoint Mrs. Terrio as clerk.  Mr. Wayne seconded the motion.  The vote on the motion was unanimous. 

Mr. Weddleton made the motion to re-appoint Mr. Crafton as CPC liaison.  Mrs. Terrio seconded the motion.  The vote on the motion was unanimous.

Mrs. Terrio made the motion to re-appoint Mr. Weddleton as Zoning Bylaw Study Committee liaison.  Mr. Wayne seconded the motion. The vote on the motion was unanimous.

PUBLIC HEARING
8:30 p.m. Bylaw Regulations Public Hearing – The Commission reviewed the draft revisions to drainage and stormwater to comply with the Planning Board regulations.  A revision was also made to the definition of Isolated Land Subject to Flooding. After a lengthy discussion regarding the dimensions of Isolated Land Subject to Flooding, Mr. Touhey made the motion to amend the definition of Isolated Land Subject to Flooding to state that the size of the depression would be increased to 1/8 of an acre foot (from 1/16 of an acre) and has to hold standing water at least once a year to an average depth of at least six inches for two continuous months during the spring and or summer.  Mrs. Friedman seconded the motion.  The vote on the motion was unanimous. 
The Commission will conduct further research with MACC and other towns on whether to eliminate a buffer zone to the ILSF
Ms. DeLonga will make the changes and submit the corrected copy to the members for a final vote at the next meeting.
Mr. Crafton made the motion to close the hearing at 9:50 p.m.  Mr. Wayne seconded the motion.  The vote on the motion was unanimous.
