The duly posted meeting of the Norfolk Conservation Commission convened at 7:35 p.m. in room 105C at the Norfolk Town Hall.

Mr. Weddleton announced that this this meeting is being audiotaped

PUBLIC HEARING:

7:30 p.m.  106 Main Street/DEP & NCC #240-526.  The Applicant, Peter Chipman, was not present.  No one was present to represent the Applicant. A letter report was received from Oxbow Associates on October 26, 2011 regarding the wetland review at 106 Main Street.(letter report in case file).  A copy of the report was forwarded to the Applicant. Oxbow recommended that the replication area be amended to reflect the increase in the impact area.  When the revised plan is received the Commission will send it to Oxbow Associates for an estimate of cost to review.  The money will be collected prior to authorization to commence the review of the plan.  Mr. Crafton made the motion to continue the public hearing to December 14, 2011 at 7:30 p.m.  Mr. Wayne seconded the motion. The vote on the motion was unanimous. 
GENERAL BUSINESS:
Bond Release – Applewood Road

Wetland Strategies, Inc. (Lenore White) conducted a site inspection of the wetland replication area at Lot 189 Applewood Road.  Ms. White recommended approval of the release of the performance bond.  Ms. DeLonga concurred.  Mr. Wayne made the motion to release the $5000.00 performance to Francis Donovan.  Mr. Crafton seconded the motion.  The vote on the motion was unanimous.  
Vouchers:

The members signed vouchers for Oxbow Associates (106 Main Street review); a voucher for the release of the Performance Bond for Lot 189 Applewood Road and a voucher for the Agent’s payroll.

Minutes:
The Commission reviewed the Minutes of September 14, 2011 and September 28, 2011.  Mrs. Friedman made the motion to approve the Minutes of September 14, 2011 as revised. Mr. Wayne seconded the motion.  The vote on the motion was unanimous. Mr. Wayne made the motion to approve the Minutes of September 28, 2011 as drafted.  Mr. Crafton seconded the motion. The vote on the motion was unanimous. 

ACTION ITEMS:

Wetland Resource Restoration – 8 Lakeshore Drive.  Ms. DeLonga sent a letter to Mr. Earl Sholley regarding the wetland restoration project at 8 Lakeshore Drive.  Ms. DeLonga will follow up with a phone call to Mr. Sholley.
Wetland Restoration - 118 Main Street. – Request for Certificate of Compliance. Ms. DeLonga conducted a site inspection and found the area not stabilized with grass.  The entire rear yard, which is located in the buffer zone was disturbed and regraded.  This alteration was not mentioned in the Notice of Intent filing.  The mitigation plantings are in place for the disturbance within the wetlands. Ms. DeLonga recommended that a Partial Certificate of Compliance be issued for the shed and decks. The haybales must remain in place until the area is stabilized. Mr. Crafton made the motion to issue a Partial Certificate of Compliance for 118 Main Street.  Mrs. Friedman seconded the motion. The vote on the motion was unanimous. 

Agent Contract – several items need to be inserted into the contract.  There needs to be some flexibility in the hours to accommodate evening meetings.  The Administrative Assistant will color code all changes to the contract for easy identification of revisions.  The Commission will sign the contract at the next meeting. 
Fall 2011 Warrant Articles – An article has been placed on the fall 2011 Town Meeting Warrant giving control of the solar panel area near the Town landfill to the Conservation Commission.  The Commission was not notified of their involvement with this property.  The office will contact the Town Administrator about this matter and request information on the expected maintenance obligations or associated costs.  A plan of the site will also be requested. 
Mr. Weddleton appointed Mrs. Friedman to attend the Advisory Board meeting regarding the pond study article.  The Advisory Board has not scheduled the meeting yet. 
Request for a Certificate of Compliance - 108 Rockwood Road  - Ms. DeLonga conducted a site inspection.  The mitigation plantings are in place.  Ms. DeLonga recommended that the Commission issue a Certificate of Compliance.  Mrs. Friedman made the motion to issue a full Certificate of Compliance for 108 Rockwood Road.  Mr. Wayne seconded the motion. The vote on the motion was unanimous.  

Algonquin Meter Station off Lincoln Street – Request for Certificate of Compliance.  Ms. DeLonga conducted a site inspection of the Meter Station off Lincoln Street as a request for a Certificate of Compliance was submitted.  Ms. DeLonga recommended that the Commission approve a Certificate of Compliance. Mr. Wayne made the motion to issue a full Certificate of Compliance to Algonquin Gas for the meter station off Lincoln Street.  Mrs. Friedman seconded the motion.  The vote on the motion was unanimous. 
Emergency Certification - Water Line Replacement – 3 Sparrow Road.   A DPW application was received regarding a water line leak at 3 Sparrow Road.  The leak is major as leakage is over 5 gallons per minute.  The applicant is Mrs. Amy Pergola.  Ms. DeLonga inspected the site and issued an Emergency Certification with conditions.  The certification will be sent tomorrow and the applicant will have 30 days to remediate the leak.  
Norfolk Landing Quitclaim Deed for Open Space – The document will be sent to Town Counsel for review prior to signing by the Commission. 
108 Main Street – Mr. Weddleton reported that the property adjacent to 106 Main Street is being sold to a party who wants to develop the site for dense residential development.  The project is abutting 106 Main Street.  Mr. Weddleton noted that there would be more than 14 residential units proposed on the approximate 6 acre parcel. This property also has a pond located in the front of the property. 
Campbell Forest Cleanup – Ms. DeLonga reminded the Commission that the Lions Club plans to conduct a clean- up of the Campbell Forest on Saturday, November 5th. 
Maryann Mitchell, a resident of Geneva Ave. was present to hear what was being done at 106 Main Street. Mrs. Mitchell was informed that the public hearing was continued to December 14th at 7:30 p.m.  

Request for a Certificate of Compliance - 17Lake Street – Mr. Brian Boyson, the owner, attended the meeting.  He informed the Commission that one of the two Orders of Conditions he received over 22 years ago did not apply to his property.  As there was confusion as to what Order of Conditions pertained to his property he was advised to go the Registry of Deeds and determine what Orders pertained to his property.  Mr. Boyson noted that he needed a Certificate of Release prior to November 30th. 
Mr. Wayne made the motion to close the meeting at 8:30 p.m.  Mr. Crafton seconded the motion.  The vote on the motion was unanimous.
