The duly posted meeting of the Norfolk Conservation Commission convened at 7:30 p.m. in room 105C at the Norfolk Town Hall. 
Mr. Weddleton announced that this meeting is being audiotaped.  Said announcement being pursuant to G.L. c.30A, §§18-25, the Open Meeting law.
Conservation Commission Candidate, Michele Lauria, was also present in the audience.

PUBLIC HEARINGS

7:30 p.m. --106 Main St. – DEP /NCC #240-526.  Mr. Weddleton stated that he was advised by the applicant, Peter Chipman, that he would like the public hearing to be continued for one month.  Mrs. Terrio made the motion to continue the hearing to September 12, 2012 at 7:30 p.m. Mr. Touhey seconded the motion.  The vote on the motion was unanimous.  

7:31 p.m. -- 9 Longmeadow Rd.—DEP/NCC #240-533.  Russell Waldron from AES was present.  The applicant was not present.  A revised plan, dated 7/27/12, had been submitted, which depicts the relocation of the mitigation area adjacent to the driveway.  There will be 252 square feet of buffer resource disturbance with this project.  Mr. Waldron indicated on the plan that the mitigation plantings consisting of six blueberry bushes and four native holly bushes would be nursery purchased.  He dated and signed the plan.  Mrs. Terrio made the motion to close the hearing.  Mrs. Friedman seconded the motion.  The vote on the motion was 4-0-1.  Mr. Crafton abstained from voting as he was not present at the initial public hearing. 
The Commission reviewed the draft Orders of Conditions for the project.  Mrs. Terrio made the motion to approve the Orders of Conditions as presented.  Mrs. Friedman seconded the motion.  The vote on the motion was 4-0-1.  Mr. Crafton again abstained from voting as he was not present at the initial public hearing.

7:40 p.m.  Department of Corrections, DEP/NCC #240-534 - Paul Hession, P.E. represented the applicant, the Department of Corrections..  There were no abutters or other parties in interest present.  Mr. Hession will deliver the certified mailing cards to the office. 

The Notice of Intent was filed for the paving of several access roads and parking areas at MCI Norfolk off Clark Street.  Some of the work will occur within the 100 foot buffer zone of the bordering vegetated wetlands at the southeast corner of the facility.  Other areas are the two main parking lots in the front of the building and the back corner perimeter access road by Tower #4.  The roadways have deteriorated over time.   The applicant proposes to conduct a full depth reclamation, which means they intend to pulverize the existing asphalt and use it as a sub-base and then add a two inch binder and two inch top coat of asphalt.   If there is enough money the parking lot located across the street may also be repaved.   That parking lot is not within the buffer zone of any resource area.  
The wetland resources will be protected by a siltation sock, which is a compost filled tube.  Both sides of the roadway within the buffer zone will be lined with the siltation sock.  Mr. Hession stated that there are no drainage structures within the access way adjacent to Tower #4, but there are catch basins located within the parking lots. Inlet filters will be installed in the catch basins.  These basins appear to connect to the Town of Norfolk’s drainage catch basin at the intersection of Main Street and Norfolk [sic] Street and eventually drain to the wetlands. 
The contractor will also clean out each catch basin and rebuild some of them if necessary.  Mr. Hession noted that if the Commission wants to have the Town’s catch basin cleaned as well he would have to coordinate this effort with the DPW. 

The total area of disturbance within the buffer zone is approximately 6,000 to 8,000 square feet.  Mr. Hession provided some photos of the subject areas.  One photo depicted a 36 inch culvert under the perimeter road.  There would be no change to the access way nor would there be any grade changes.  One area of the access roadway contains a berm, which will also provide additional runoff protection. 
Ms. DeLonga noted that the applicant filed the project as a limited project but it cannot be considered a limited project as the access ways are not public.
Upon a concern raised by Mrs. Terrio, it was determined that calcium chloride should not be used as dust control on this project.   This will be put in the Order of Conditions.  Mr. Hession will adjust the spec documents before sending them out to prospective contractors.  A revised erosion control specification sheet will be forwarded to the Commission. 
Mrs. Terrio made the motion to close the public hearing at 8:00 p.m. with the condition that a revised erosion control specification sheet be submitted. 

Mr. Touhey seconded the motion. The vote on the motion was unanimous. 
8:00 p.m. – Department of Transportation/Route 1A culvert repair – Request for Determination of Applicability (RDA) – Thomas McGuire, P.E. and Andrea Coates, an associate, were present to represent the Department of Transportation, Highway Division.  The RDA filing is for repair work on Dedham Street approximately 1150 feet north of Route 115.  A portion of the asphalt pavement over an old stone twin box culvert collapsed due to the heavy truck traffic on the roadway.  A sink hole is located on the west side of the road and a large dip in the road is located opposite the sink hole on the east side.  The D.O.T. proposes to take up the pavement and pour reinforced concrete slab to bridge the gap.  The Commission reviewed the 1895 plan attached to the application packet with Mr. McGuire. Mr. McGuire stated that if they find that the box culvert needs to be replaced they will return to the Commission with a Notice of Intent filing.
Mr. McGuire stated that they are filing the RFD as they are not working in the wetlands and the Riverfront Act provides an exemption for maintenance of roadways.

The site does not lend itself for the installation of sedimentation controls.  There is a 25 foot long headwall along the roadway with a 6” lip from the roadway that would prevent any erosion into the wetlands.  Ms. DeLonga concurred that there is no room for erosion controls. The Commission reviewed photographs of the area. At each end of the headwall there is a paved water way to the stream.  They noticed that there is a piece of pipe going into the Stop River that has eroded and the pipe has dropped. They may repair just that portion of the pipe by placing stone under and around the pipe. The repair project will commence as soon as possible.
Mr. Touhey made the motion to close the hearing and issue a Negative Determination.  Mr. Crafton seconded the motion.  The vote on the motion was unanimous.

Mrs. Terrio made the motion to amend the main motion to include a Determination under item #5 of the Determination.  Mr. Touhey seconded the motion.  The vote on the motion was unanimous.  The hearing closed at 8:10 p.m.  
8:10 p.m. – Alexis Realty Trust/Lot 47 Cleveland Street – DEP/NCC #240-529– Mrs. Terrio made the motion to continue the hearing to August 22, 2012 at 8:00 p.m.  Mr. Touhey seconded the motion.  The vote on the motion was unanimous. 

Mr. Weddleton noted that he and Ms. DeLonga reviewed the revised plan and spoke to the Board of Health Agent about the location of the leaching catch basin.  They also requested that Tom Houston, P.E., the Planning Board engineer review the sizing of the leaching catch basin.  There was a notation on the plan that the leaching catch basin would only handle drainage from the driveway and not the runoff from the adjoining upland areas that would drain to this site.  Mr. Houston provided a written estimate of $700 to review the sizing of the leaching catch basin to ensure that drainage from the cleared site would not flood the area.  Mr. Weddleton noted that Mr. Houston was also asked to check if the catch basin was sitting in the water table and if the crushed stone located on the outside of the pit needs to be installed inside the pit.  The Administrative Assistant will contact Joyce Hastings from GLM Engineering in the morning about the review fee.

OLD BUSINESS:

Mr. Weddleton reported that the planting beds at the Kunde Park Playground were recently weeded.  
Hunting Bylaw:  The members reviewed drafts of a proposed hunting bylaw.  A version of the bylaw proposed by the Bylaw Study Committee was indefinitely postponed at the May Town Meeting.  The Commission will re-write the bylaw to be presented at the Fall 2012 Town Meeting.  Mr. Weddleton will contact the Police Chief for his input.  After a lengthy discussion on wording, it was determined that the Administrative Assistant will redraft the bylaw for another review.  Mrs. Terrio noted that if the police dispatch office is moved to Wrentham it may cause a delay in receiving information from the Police Department.  The main issues of the bylaw would be to point out the responsibilities of the property owner and the responsibility of the hunter to report their hunting area(s).  It will be up to the Police Chief to determine fines for violations. It is too early at this stage to determine if signage should be posted in the Town.  
Certificate of Compliance:
A written request was received from Robert Cecca for a final inspection and Certificate of Compliance for 118 Main Street. Ms. DeLonga had conducted a site inspection and recommended that a Certificate of Compliance be issued.  She noticed that the bottom of the septic retaining wall appeared wet and reported her observation to the Board of Health Agent.  Mrs. Terrio made the motion to approve the issuance of a Certificate of Compliance for 118 Main Street.  Mr. Touhey seconded the motion.  The vote on the motion was 4-0. (Mr. Crafton was not in the room at the time of the vote).
Mr. Weddleton reported that John Root, a naturalist/educator, contacted the Commission via e-mail, to support his plan to pursue a grant from the Norfolk Cultural Council to conduct an educational program about edible perennials.  Ms. DeLonga will follow up on the matter and will draft a letter of support on his behalf. 

Mr. Weddleton reported that an RFP from Wetland Strategies (Lenore White) was in the Commissioners’ packets this evening.  The proposal was for the review of the revised wetland boundaries for Lot 30 Willow Place.  This matter is on the agenda for August 22, 2012.

VOUCHERS:
The members signed a voucher for the Agent’s payroll for the month of July. 
MINUTES:
Mrs. Terrio made the motion to approve the Minutes of July 25, 2012 as amended (typo).  Mr. Touhey seconded the motion. The vote on the motion was 4-0-1.  Mr. Crafton abstained from voting as he was not present at the meeting. 
Mrs. Terrio made the motion to close the meeting at 9:00 p.m.  Mr. Touhey seconded the motion.  The vote on the motion was unanimous.
