The duly posted meeting of the Norfolk Conservation Commission convened at 7:35 p.m. in room 105C at the Norfolk Town Hall. 
Mr. Weddleton announced that the meeting was being audiotaped.  Said announcement being pursuant to G.L. c.30A, §§18-25, the Open Meeting law.
PUBLIC HEARINGS:

7:30 p.m.  Peter Chipman/106 Main Street – DEP/NCC File No.  240-526. Mr. Weddleton reported that the Applicant is in litigation with the adjacent neighbor at 108 Main Street and he has not yet filed with the Planning Board.  The Commission will continue the public hearing for one month.  Mrs. Terrio made the motion to continue the public hearing to October 10, 2012 at 7:30 p.m.  Mr. Crafton seconded the motion.  The vote on the motion was 6-0.  Ms. Lauria abstained.

7:31 p.m. Lot 30 Willow Place – The Applicant, Kenneth Caputo, requested via e-mail correspondence on Tuesday, September 11, 2012, that the public hearing on this project be continued to the next scheduled meeting. (e-mail correspondence in file). Mrs. Terrio made the motion to continue the public hearing for Lot 30 Willow Place to September 26, 2012 at 7:30 p.m.  Mr. Crafton seconded the motion.  The vote on the motion was 6-0.  Ms. Lauria abstained. 
MINUTES:

The Commission reviewed the minutes of August 22, 2012.  Mr. Crafton made the motion to approve the minutes as drafted.  Mrs. Terrio seconded the motion.  The vote on the motion was unanimous. 
VOUCHERS:
The Commission signed vouchers for payment to Wetland Strategies (review of Lot 30 Willow place) and the Agent’s payroll. 
ACTION ITEMS:

The members noted that the interpretative signs at the Kunde Conservation Park had been stolen this past year.  The replacement cost of signs and supports is approximately $2500.  There are funds in the Kunde Trust and Kunde Playground account to pay for the replacement signs.  The Commission approved the replacement and the payment from these two accounts.  The office will check on the balance in the Kunde Trust account. Mr. Weddleton will reorder the signs.
Correspondence:
The Historical Commission forwarded notice that on September 30, 2012, (Sunday) a special celebration will be held on Town Hill at 2:00 p.m. for the dedication of the Historical Interpretive Sign.
Correspondence, dated September 4, 2012, was received from the Norfolk Animal Inspector, Christopher Wider, regarding a follow up inspection of the pig farm at 84 Cleveland Street.  The Animal Inspector observed that the pigs were moved closer to the abutter at 88 Cleveland Street (William Ferellec).  That abutter sent correspondence to various town departments, including the Conservation Commission, concerning problems with odors from the farm on June 13, 2012. (both letters on file in the conservation commission office).
OLD BUSINESS
Mr. Crafton, the liaison to the Community Preservation Committee (CPC) reported that the CPC never heard from the Town of Millis with regard to Mr. Braun’s property on Holbrook Street.  Mr. Braun has offered to sell the Norfolk portion of the property to the town. 
PUBLIC HEARING

7:45 p.m.  Norton Realty/53-55 Leland Street – Request for Determination of Applicability.  Thomas Norton, the Applicant, and his representative, Rick Goodreau from United Consultants, were present.  Also present was Donna Jones, a representative from Norfolk Cable.   Mr. Goodreau passed out reduced sized copies of the original site plan (“Determination of Applicability Plan, 53 & 55 Leland Road, Norfolk, MA”, prepared by United Consultants, Inc. dated 8/24/12). The site plan depicts 4 lots combined as #53 and #55 Leland Road.   The historical edge of Kingsbury Pond is shown as elevation 139 feet.  The current edge of the water is at elevation 133.7 feet. The 50 foot and 100 foot buffer zones of Land Under Water (LUW) from the historical edge of the pond were shown on the plan. 
The project involves soil testing within the 50-100 foot buffer zones for upgrades to the septic systems for both houses. 

After a meeting in the field with the Agent, Mr. Goodreau filed the RFD showing erosion controls for work at #55 Leland Road.   The erosion controls consist of “Earth Save” wattles, which are approximately 6 to 8 inches in height.  Upon questioning from Ms. DeLonga is was learned that the test holes would be 4 foot x 8 foot holes that amount to approximately 80 square feet of disturbance. The dirt will be placed on the lawn and backfilled at the end of the day. Excavation for #53 Leland Road would be on the downgradient slope to the street and there would be no danger of erosion towards Kingsbury Pond. 
The closest catch basin is 75-100 feet beyond the houses.  There is a steep slope from the lots to the catch basins.  A silt sock will be installed in the catch basin. 

Mr. Goodreau stated that they will file a Notice of Intent for the septic installation. Dirt will be placed in the front towards the street.  They will file a NOI for septic installation.

The Commission determined that due to several factors that the work will be within the buffer zone but will not alter the areas subject to protection under the Act.   The Commission will issue a Negative Determination with the condition that the erosion control wattles be installed as shown on the plan.
Mrs. Terrio made the motion to issue a Negative Determination (Item #3) with the above condition.  Mr. Crafton seconded the motion.  The vote on the motion was unanimous. 
7:50 p.m.  Lot 47 Cleveland Street, DEP & NCC #240-529 .  Present was Rob Truax from GLM Engineering.  Mr. Truax noted that at the last meeting everything was finalized and the Agent was to look over the final plan.  Ms. DeLonga noted that the calculations for the rain garden were based upon .5 inches of rainfall.  Mr. Truax stated that the water would not freeze in the low area of the driveway.   Mr. Truax will prepare a final plan that will eliminate verbiage related to the former plan of utilizing a leaching pit. 
Mrs. Terrio made the motion to close the public hearing.  Mr. Wayne seconded the motion.  The vote on the motion was unanimous.  The vote was rescinded as it was determined that there were only three members present to vote on the matter (Mrs. Friedman was absent on this date and Mr. Crafton will review the minutes in order to vote). Mrs. Terrio made the motion to continue the hearing to September 26, 2012 at 7:40 p.m.  Mr. Crafton seconded the motion.  The vote on the motion was unanimous.  The hearing adjourned at 8:05 p.m. Mr. Truax will supply the Commission with a final revised plan on Monday. 
Discussion on Conditions of Approval for Mill River Heights.

Mr. Truax was present to discuss the issue of a compliance monitor for Mill River Heights.  Mr. Truax was the engineer for the project.  Mr. Crafton noted that the CPC was no longer interested in the purchase of the property due to the cost ($1.2 million). 

It was determined that based upon the Order of Conditions, the compliance monitor would have to check the erosion controls at least once per month and repairs made when necessary.  Mr. Truax will conduct the monitoring.  Ms. DeLonga will continue to conduct site inspections of the property.  Mr. Truax noted that the developer will have to sweep the area to determine if there are any turtles in the work area.  Oxbow will write a letter to Natural Heritage. 
The discussion adjourned at 8:10 p.m.  

Ms. Delonga informed the Commission that Governor Patrick just signed another extension to the Permit Extension Act.  The Act now expires on August 15, 2014. 
Ms. Delonga reported that she and Mr. Weddleton will meet with the contractor for 24 Mirror Lake Avenue (Craig Hurder). The contractor wants to backfill the foundation.  Standing water is located around the rear of the cement foundation as well as within the foundation.  As the wetland line is at the foundation wall, a walk out basement will lead into the wetland area.  The water is seeping into the basement and there is no place to discharge the water.  Mr. Weddleton will review the plan and walk the site with the contractor. 

The Commission discussed reappointing Mr. Crafton to the Community Preservation Committee.  Mr. Crafton agreed to be reappointed.  The formal reappointment will occur at the next meeting.  The Commission will reorganize at the next meeting as well. 
Mr. Wayne made the motion to close the meeting at 8:15 p.m.  Mr. Touhey seconded the motion.  The vote on the motion was unanimous.
