The duly posted meeting of the Norfolk Conservation Commission convened at 7:35 p.m. in room 105C at the Norfolk Town Hall. 
Mr. Weddleton announced that the meeting was being audiotaped.  Said announcement being pursuant to G.L. c.30A, §§18-25, the Open Meeting law.
PUBLIC HEARINGS:
Lot 30 Willow Place- DEP/NCC #240-532 - The Applicants were not present.  Mr. Caputo had requested via e-mail correspondence to postpone the hearing until October.  Mrs. Terrio made the motion to continue the public hearing to October 10, 2012 at 7:45 p.m.  Mr. Wayne seconded the motion.  The vote on the motion was unanimous. 
7:40 p.m.  Alexis Realty/Lot 47 Cleveland Street – DEP/NCC #240-532.  Rob Truax was present.  No new information was received.  Mrs. Terrio made the motion to close the public hearing.  Mrs. Friedman seconded the motion.  The vote on the motion was 6-0.  Mr. Touhey was not present for the vote.  The hearing closed at 7:41 p.m.

Mrs. Terrio made the motion to approve the draft Orders of Conditions prepared by the Agent.  Mr. Wayne seconded the motion.  The vote on the motion was 6-0.  Mr. Touhey was not present for the vote. 
MINUTES:

The Commission reviewed the minutes of September 12, 2012.  Mr. Wayne made the motion to approve the Minutes as drafted.  Mrs. Terrio seconded the motion.  The vote was 5-0-2.  Mrs. Friedman abstained as she was absent for the meeting and Mr. Touhey was not present for the vote.   
ACTION ITEMS
Ms. DeLonga gave an update on the project at 24 Mirror Lake Avenue (DEP/NCC #240-429).  The new foundation had been replaced for quite some time.  The new contractor, Craig Hurder, contacted the Commission’s office as he needed to backfill the foundation.  Mr. Weddelton noted that Mr. Hurder had spoken with him  and Ms. DeLonga at a meeting in the Commission’s office and explained that he wanted to backfill  beyond the rear of the foundation wall to give the new occupants a back yard.  Mr. Weddleton and Ms. DeLonga reported that the rear portion of the foundation of the house rests on the wetland line and no extended backfill would be allowed.  Apparently, the engineer for the project had recently submitted a revised septic plan after the Commission’s approval of the plan to replace the old foundation.  The engineer moved the erosion control barriers approximately 5 feet beyond the rear of the foundation.  Mr. Weddleton and Ms. DeLonga reported that the contractor was instructed to only backfill and grade to the erosion control barrier.  There will be no egress to the rear yard from the house.  The side yard (right side of the house) will be the only available area for a yard. 
Mr. Weddleton noted that there is standing water in the corner of the basement that co-incides with the location of the wetland.  The contractor will raise the basement floor 3 to 4 feet in height.  The contractor felt that there would be no need for any drain in the basement. 
Ms. DeLonga reported that a site walk was scheduled for Monday, September 17, 2012 with Wetland Strategies and Dr. Hewittson to review wetland lines on Lot 30 Willow Place.   Mr. Caputo had requested via e-mail correspondence that Frank Gallagher, P.E. accompany Dr. Hewittson due to the terrain at the site.  Mr. Weddleton had granted permission for Mr. Gallagher to accompany Dr. Hewittson. 
OLD BUSINESS:
A party wishing to purchase 18 Valentine Drive contacted the Agent about the possibility of expanding the yard.  The project had been issued a superseding Order of Conditions by DEP in 2003 (DEP #240-389).  Ms. DeLonga informed the party to contact DEP.  Any changes to the original plans would have to be approved by DEP, who could amend the Order of Conditions.   
Mr. Weddelton reported that the Recreation Director, Ann Proto, had asked to come to the next meeting to discuss using a 4.59 acre parcel of conservation land adjacent to the football field off Boardman Street for the use of soccer fields.  Mr. Weddleton stated that he advised Mrs. Proto to sketch out  how much land she wanted to use.  He noted that the change in the use would require a town meeting vote and a vote from the state legislature.   (The 4.59 acre  parcel of land was purchased by the Conservation Commission in 1981 from Penn Central Corporation using Conservation Fund monies).  Mr. Weddleton stated that he was told that the Recreation Commission is in desperate need of playing fields.  They are also looking to acquire land through CPC funding. 
REORGANIZATION OF OFFICERS:

Mrs. Terrio made the motion to reorganize.  Mr. Crafton seconded the motion.  The vote was unanimous.

Mrs. Terrio made the motion to appoint John Weddleton as chairman.  Mr. Wayne seconded the motion.  The vote was unanimous.  

Mr. Weddleton made the motion to appoint Mrs. Terrio as vice-chairman.  Mr. Touhey seconded the motion.  The vote on the motion was unanimous. 
Mrs. Terrio made the motion to appoint Mrs. Friedman as Clerk.  Mr. Touhey seconded the motion. The vote on the motion was unanimous.

Mr. Touhey made the motion to appoint Mr. Crafton as the Community Preservation Committee liaison.  Mr. Wayne seconded the motion.  The vote on the motion was unanimous.
Mr. Weddleton explained the role of the Zoning Bylaw Study Committee liaison. Ms.. Lauria agreed to represent the Commission on the Committee.   Mr. Touhey made the motion to appoint Ms. Lauria as the liaison to the ZBSC.  Mr. Crafton seconded the motion. The vote on the motion was unanimous. 
Hunting Bylaw

Mr. Weddleton reported that a copy of the proposed Hunting Bylaw drafted and approved by the Commission was forwarded to the Bylaw Study Committee.  That committee will review the bylaw and send it back to the Commission with revisions if any. 
Mrs. Terrio made the motion to close the meeting.  Mr. Wayne seconded the motion.  The vote on the motion was unanimous.
