Mrs. Sweeney asked Attorney Hill if the Board needed to advertise.  Attorney Hill was not aware of any advertising requirement. The issues do not change.  Mrs. Flynn Poppey asked if he would be wiling to come back if we made an error.  There were no other comments.  Mrs. Sweeney made the motion to discuss the matter at a later time.  Mr. Garrity seconded the motion. The vote was unanimous.
