Preview Applications:

10 Hunter Avenue – request for special permit

The Applicant, Ryan Beatty and his mother Diane were present.  Their legal representative Edward Valanzola was also present.  An application was submitted for a special permit to demolish and rebuild a non-conforming single family dwelling at 10 Hunter Avenue.  The new dwelling will comply with all dimensional requirements with the exception of front setback, which will be 41 feet.

The application was deemed to be complete by the Board.  Mr. Flanagan made the motion to accept the application and schedule a public hearing for December 16, 2009 at 7:45 p.m.  Mr. Dooley seconded the motion.  The vote on the motion was unanimous. 
11 Ware Drive – Request for variances
The Applicant, George Panzanis was not present but was represented by Attorney John Moore of Franklin, MA.  The Applicant requested variances from Section E.1.b for a side setback encroachment for a carport and lot area where the lot coverage, which is now 32%, will become 35 % with the addition of the carport. The maximum lot coverage is limited to 25% under the zoning bylaws.  Mr. Moore will provide a revised stamped plan with the exact calculation of lot coverage at the time of the public.  The carport addition has already been constructed. 
The application was deemed to be complete.  Mr. Flanagan made the motion to accept the application and schedule a public hearing for December 16, 2009 at 8:15 p.m.  Mr. Dooley seconded the motion.  The vote on the motion was unanimous. 

Review Minutes:
The Board reviewed the Minutes of September 26, 2009.  Mr. Flanagan made the motion to accept and approve the Minutes as drafted.  Mr. Dooley seconded the motion.  The vote on the motion was unanimous.
