MINUTES

PREVIEW APPLICATIONS
The Board previewed the application of Toils End LLC submitted on June 27, 2011 for a special permit in accordance with Section D.1.a. to allow the clear cutting of trees.  This is an after-the-fact filing. Rick Goodreau, from United Consultants, the representative for the project, was present.  Accompaning the application were letters from the Assistant Building Inspector.(Letters dated June 16, 2011 and June 22, 2011 filed in cased folder).  Mr. Goodreau checked the abutters list to ensure that it was the revised list.

Mr. Sebastiano made the motion to accept the application for a hearing to be held on August 17, 2011 at 7:45 p.m.  Mr. Luciano seconded the motion.  The vote on the motion was unanimous. 
CONSERVATION COMMISSION REVIEWS

Two Notice of Intent filings were submitted to the Zoning Board of Appeals for review pursuant to the Town of Norfolk Wetlands Protection Bylaw, Article VII, s. 2 F. 

106 Main Street – to allow the widening of a driveway into a 24 foot wide roadway adjacent to a pond. (Notice of Intent application and plans on file with the conservation commission)
118 Main Street – to allow the demolition of a shed and the construction of two 10 foot X 10 foot sundecks at the rear of a two family dwelling within the 100 foot buffer zone of a bordering vegetated wetland.(Notice of Intent application and plan on file with the conservation commission).
Mr. Kulesza recommended that the Board members review section D.3 of the Zoning Bylaws and he will contact the Building Inspector regarding any zoning implications at 106 Main Street. 

CORRESPONDENCE
The Board reviewed correspondence from the Building Inspector, dated July 12, 2011, with regard to a side setback zoning encroachment of an in-ground swimming pool at 7 Applewood Road. Mr. Kulesza requested that the office contact the homeowners. (Letter filed in ZBA “Correspondence Received, 2011” file).
