Deliberations:

The Board commenced the deliberations for Case #2011-01, Chips Transport at 7:40 p.m.  The Members who were present at the deliberations were Full Members Michael Kulesza, Robert Luciano, Joseph Sebastiano and Associate Member Christopher Wider.  Full Member David Pergola and Associate Member Jeffrey Chalmers were not present. Also present was Kevin Wallace, the owner of Chip’s Transport.

The Board discussed the evidence and testimony received at the public hearing  that was held on January 24, 2012.  

Mr. Kulesza noted that he had spoken with the Police Chief and a Planning Board member about this business.  At present this type of business is not allowed either by right or by special permit in the Town’s Zoning Bylaws.  The Board can only make a determination on what the bylaw states.
