The duly posted meeting of the Zoning Board of Appeals convened at 7:40 p.m. in room 105C at the Norfolk Town Hall. 

Mr. Kulesza made the announcement that per the revised Open Meeting Law he is required to inform attendees that this meeting is being audio recorded. 
MINUTES:

The Board reviewed the Minutes of October 16, 2013.  Mr. Sebastiano made the motion to approve the minutes as drafted.  Mr. Luciano seconded the motion. The vote on the motion was unanimous. 
PREVIEW APPLICATIONS:
The special permit application filed by W.F.M. Enterprises, LLC (Kevin Wallace), for 9 Shire Drive, submitted on September 10, 2013, was reviewed.  The applicant was not present. The application is for two special permits for an Auto Freight Facility (J.7.a.2.D.) and parking in the Front Yard (F.7.e.).  Mr. Wallace submitted an e-mail letter requesting that the public hearing be scheduled for a December hearing.  Mr. Wallace granted an extension to the Board to hold the public hearing beyond the 65 day deadline to conduct a public hearing.  

Mr. Hanssen made the motion to accept the application and schedule a public hearing for 9 Shire Drive to December 18, 2013 at 7:45 p.m.  Mr. Luciano seconded the motion.  The vote on the motion was unanimous. 
The Board reviewed the special permit application for a FASTFOOD Restaurant (J.7.a.1.B.to be located at 240 Dedham Street.  The applicants, Theodore Primpas and John Primpas, the owners of Dunkin Donuts in Norfolk center were present.  The proposed Dunkin Donuts will be located in the newly constructed building.  They are also filing for a modification of the site plan approval from the Planning Board.  The restaurant will have a drive through window.  
The Board noted that the November meeting date is the week before Thanksgiving.  The Board will reschedule the meeting to be on Tuesday, November 12, 2013.

Mr. Sebastiano made the motion to accept the application and schedule the public hearing for November 12, 2013 at 7:45 p.m.  Mr. Wider seconded the motion. The vote on the motion was unanimous. 
NEW BUSINESS:

Mr. Kulesza noted that the Town has appealed the Zoning Board of Appeals special permit decision for 27 Pine Street (FASTFOOD restaurant and parking in the front yard of commercial building, “Pondville Plaza.”  Mr. Kulesza noted that the plans on which the special permit was based, was prepared using illegal engineering stamp and fraudulent signatures by the applicant’s consulting engineer. 
The issue with Norfolk Commons is still ongoing.  Mr. Kulesza, Mr. Hathaway and Town Counsel will be having a teleconference meeting tomorrow morning regarding Mr. Borrelli not agreeing to fund a review fee to oversee the final paving project.  The Condo Association entered into a settlement agreement on their lawsuit against Mr. Borrelli for $50,000 which was insufficient to complete the paving project at Norfolk Commons. 
Mr. Sebastiano made the motion to adjourn the meeting at 8:15 p.m.  Mr. Wider seconded the motion. The vote on the motion was unanimous.
