The duly posted meeting of the Zoning Board of Appeals convened at 7:30 p.m. in room 124 at the Norfolk Town Hall. 

Mr. Kulesza announced that this meeting is being audiotaped.

PUBLIC HEARINGS:

7:40 PM – Special Permit Extension  - 0 Valley Street/Pondville Plaza (Case #2013-03.  Present at the hearing were Full Members, Michael Kulesza, Robert Luciano, Christopher Wider and Associate Members Donald Hanssen and Jason Vanderpool.   Absent was Full Member Jeffrey Chalmers and Joseph Sebastiano. Also present was the Applicant, Alan Quaglieri.  The application was stamped by the Town Clerk on February 5, 2015
Mr. Quaglieri stated that he was not able to obtain a Board of Health septic permit until just two weeks ago therefore he was not able to move forward with a building permit.  He noted that the Planning Board has also issued an extension for this project.  Mr. Quaglieri requested a one year extension of the special permits.  He stated that all approvals are now in place and the project is ready to commence.  It was noted that there is a 20 day appeal period for extensions. 
Mr. Wider made the motion to close the hearing at 7:48 PM.  Mr. Luciano seconded the motion. The vote on the motion was unanimous. 
Mr. Wider made the motion to grant the extension of Case #2013-03 and the three Special Permits previously issued with all of the conditions in full force and effect for one year to expire on March 18, 2016.  Mr. Luciano seconded the motion. The vote on the motion was as follows:

7:45 PM -  Island Lighting and Power Systems – 14 Shire Drive - Case #2015-01
Present were Full Members Michael Kulesza, Robert Luciano, Christopher Wider, Joseph Sebastiano and Associate Members Donald Hanssen and Jason Vanderpool.  Full Member Jeffrey Chalmers was not present.  Also present were James and Jarrod O’Neil, the Applicants and Richard Goodreau from United Consultants, Inc. 

Mr. Wider read the Notice of Hearing into the record on this matter.   

The Applicants requested three (3) Special Permits; all of which are required for projects proposed within the C-1, Off-Highway zoning district:


Section J.7.a.2.B – CONTRACTORS HEADQUARTERS 


Section J.7.a.2.B.-  OUTDOOR STORAGE  of more than 3 commercial vehicles  

                           limited to the rear yard of a minimum 30,000 sq. ft of land area


Section F.7.e. – parking in the front yard

The proposed project is a 26,000 square foot building on four adjacent lots totaling 166,000 =/- square feet within the Shire Industrial Park within the C-1, Off-Highway zoning district.  The business is currently located at 6 Hill Street in Norfolk. 
The business will park and store the approximately 5 to 8 commercial trucks and cranes within the building.  The business, which is located on the corner of Shire Drive and Sharons Avenue proposes to accommodate 41 parking spaces out of the 80 spaces shown on the plans within the front yard.   
Approximately 1400 linear feet of six (6) foot high chain link fence with privacy slats will be installed along the south and north side of the property to visually screen the site.  Lighting of the area will be on pole lights and lights over the doorways of the buildings.  Security lights will be mounted on the building and will be illuminated from dusk until dawn.  No trucks, which will be primarily diesel , will be started prior to 7:00 AM unless they are indoors. No fuel storage will be on-site. 
The Board reviewed the criteria for the granting of the Special Permits pursuant to Section G.6 of the Norfolk Zoning Bylaws. 
Mr. Wider made the motion to close the hearing at 8:30PM.  Mr. Luciano seconded the motion. The vote on the motion was unanimous. 
The Board immediately commenced the deliberations on this case.  Present were Michael Kulesza, Robert Luciano, Christopher Wider, Joseph Sebastiano and Associate Members Donald Hanssen and Jason Vanderpool.  Full Member Jeffrey Chalmers was not present.  Also present was James and Jarrod O’Neil and Richard Goodreau from United Consultants. 
After a review of the Findings of Fact, the Board discussed possible conditions to be placed on the Special Permit decision. 

Mr. Sebastiano made the motion to grant Special Permits pursuant to Sections J.7.a.2.B and F.7.e. to Island Lighting and Power Systems, Inc. subject to the conditions as discussed.  Mr. Vanderpool seconded the motion. The vote on the motion was as follows:
